2.0 Changes to Racing Rules 

2.1     RRS 44.1 is changed so that the Two-Turns Penalty is replaced by the One-Turn 
Penalty for all classes 
 
2.2      In the event of a protest RRS Appendix T, Arbitration will apply. 
 

 
 
3.0 Eligibility and Entry 
 
3.1 The WYC Summer Regatta is open to all Dinghy, Catamaran, Etchells, Trailer Yachts

9.0   Alternative Penalties 
 
    
10.0   Safety 
 
10.1  Boats shall Sign In before going afloat and Sign Off after coming ashore on the entry and 

sign off sheet.  Radio sign in/sign off will not be accepted. 
 
10.2  A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as 
  possible. 
  
10.3  A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with 
  relevant Safety Regulations 
 
 
11. RISK STATEMENT  

11.1 RRS 3 states: ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue to 
race is hers alone.’ By participating in this event each competitor agrees and acknowledges that 
sailing is a potentially dangerous activity with inherent risks. These risks include strong winds and 
rough seas, sudden changes in weather, failure of equipment, boat handling errors, poor 
seamanship by other boats, loss of balance on an unstable platform and fatigue resulting in 
increased risk of injury. Inherent in the sport of sailing is the risk of permanent, catastrophic injury 
or death by drowning, trauma, hypothermia or other causes. 
  
12. INSURANCE  

12.1 It is recommended that each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability 
insurance with a minimum cover of $1,000,000 per incident or the equivalent.
